The Breast Care Nurses at Bradford Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust work within the breast multi-disciplinary team to provide specialist–nursing advice, information and on-going support for women and men with breast disease, malignant and benign. 
Services offered: 

· Key Worker (Breast care nurse) for every patient
· Electronic Holistic Needs Assessment for all patients referred for breast cancer treatment.

· Support and information for all ladies recalled to National Breast Screening programme for further assessment and diagnostic tests.

· Maintain support and provide treatment information enabling patients to make informed choices about treatment options.
· •Co-ordination of treatment for patients referred to other trusts for continuing care.
· •Patient initiated follow up where concerns around treatment exist

· Multi-disciplinary breast care education
· New patient assessment clinics with consultant team.
· Advanced Nurse Practitioner Service
· Oncology follow up support

· Support to patients considering reconstruction and risk reduction surgery.
· Referral to Next Steps programme.
· Prosthetic clinics
· Engagement with support groups to ensure care is informed by patient experience.
The service is offered to women diagnosed through the national breast-screening programme and to both women and men diagnosed through the symptomatic breast clinics and the private sector.
