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Haematology Specialist Nurse Team 

The Haematology Specialist Nursing Team includes three full time and one part-time specialist nurses who cover Bradford Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. They can be contacted to meet patients on wards and at clinics held at the Trust. They are available for patients and relatives to provide information and support when a patient is given a haematological cancer diagnosis, through treatment, survivorship or palliation. The Haematology Nursing Team is also available as a resource for staff and colleagues who may need advice, information and support whilst caring for a patient with a haematological cancer. 

Services offered:

• Support to patients and carers throughout their pathway;

• Information and key contact for patients and carers, available for telephone advice Monday to Friday;

• Nurse-led clinics to consent patients for treatment and assess their needs during chemotherapy;

• Co-ordination of referrals to other services both locally and at the Tertiary Centre in Leeds;

• Support, advice and education for other Healthcare Professionals; 

• Provision of clinical supervision and staff support when needed. 

Patients and relatives can contact the nurse specialist team for advice, support or information.
