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Skin Cancer Nurse Specialist

The Skin Cancer Clinical Nurse Specialist (CNS) is a member of the Skin Multi-Disciplinary Team (MDT). They act as key workers for Skin cancer patients across Bradford Teaching Hospitals. 
There are two are Skin Cancer Clinical Nurse Specialists and a care co-ordinator, covering a five-day, Monday-to-Friday service.

They aim is to provide support, advice and information for patients and carers affected by a suspected or diagnosed cancer of skin cancer. They are responsible for:

· Providing information, education and advice about skin cancer, its treatments, causes and preventative measures.

· Support the patients and carers throughout their pathway emotionally, signpost to the concerned services as needed and act as a link to other support services.
· They provide on-going support by conducting Nurse-led follow-up clinics as per trust policies and National Institute for Health and Care Excellence (NICE) guidelines.
· Provision of clinical supervision and staff support when needed.

· Help and advice to manage symptoms, recurrence, new suspicious lesions, or lymphadenopathy (swelling of any glands).
· Request for any investigations that may be necessary.
· Co-ordination of referrals to other services both locally and at the Tertiary Centre in Leeds.

· Act as the patient advocate and promote their wishes.

Skin Cancer care Co-ordinator is a member of the Skin Multi-Disciplinary Team (MDT). The main role is to provide support, non-clinical advice and information to Skin cancer patients, families, and other healthcare professionals across Bradford Teaching Hospitals by increasing pre/post-treatment patient wellbeing throughout their cancer journey.
